     All children transported by Vermont EMS District 6 ambulances shall be appropriately restrained, either on a stretcher, a backboard or other spinal immobilization device, or in a car seat.
     Unless spinal immobilization or transport on a stretcher without a car seat is necessary for patient care, all children who would normally be required by law to be in a car seat are to be in a car seat for ambulance transport.

     Allowing a child to be held in the arms of a restrained adult does not constitute appropriate child restraint under Vermont law.
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
