I. Called to order by Jim Baraw at 1903.

II. December  minutes approved.

III. Treasurer’s report approved after discussion of the $1500 rent fee for NERSA.
IV. Agenda items:  BVFD proposal for ambulance service, VFIS insurance coverage
V. BVFD Proposal:  Scott handed out a copy of their proposal to operate an ambulance service.  This has not been acted upon by the Berlin selectboard yet (TBD on January 18th, 2010).  If their ambulance proposal isn’t accepted, they would like to apply for First Response service.  Planning to run an EMTB class beginning February 15th.  Class would run 2 week nights and every other Saturday.  Course test would be the end of May.  Currently he has 12-15 interested in taking the class and would accept up to 25.  Class has not been formally presented to the Training Committee and it needs to be done ASAP so that paperwork can get to VTEMS.  Proposal and informational meeting can be viewed at www.berlinfiredepartment.org or www.berlinvt.org.   Email questions to Jim for the February meeting.
VFIS Insurance:  Jeff Berwick came to talk about the specifics of the insurance VFIS could offer D6 Board.  It consists of a $10,000 fidelity bond on the treasurer; Auto covers private vehicles going to trainings or class with a 1 million dollar liability limit; 1 million for bodily injury of anyone from the general public (it is not for members of the district); Medical is 10,000; Management liability; commercial vehicles responding to trainings etc. are not covered.  Yearly cost of $1339.00.  What would workman’s comp insurance be?  He will get back to us on that.  Bill George pointed out the shortcomings of this, Joe agreed and said we really need to look around for the insurance we are really looking for to cover our responders/trainers during classes, training, etc.
VI. Reports:

A) Medical Advisor:  Dan Wilson, DO
1.  Dan updated the EMS Liaison position description and is waiting for approval from CVMC.  Job hasn’t been posted yet but it needs to be soon.
2. Dan asked that services leaving the pink copies of their run sheets to press harder when they are writing them, then said the pink paper does not scan/copy well.  Suggested that everyone just make a photocopy of the top page and leave it at the ER desk.  Dan liked the idea and proposed we do that.  Run sheets need to be left at the ER preferably at the time of call or within 24 hours.  Sooner is better though.
3. Had an incident when one ambulance service arrived at CVMC without giving a report.  Make sure reports are transmitted prior to your arrival.

4. Plans for a new ambulance bay are in the kitchen.  Stop by and take a look at them, they look very good.

5. More discussion on dropping patients off at the reception area for triage.  Dan says legally you have to pass off your patient to an RN so bring them into the ER, give your report.  If the charge nurse then wants the patient to go thru triage, she/he can point the patient in that direction themselves.

B) Training Coordinator:  Absent.
1.  Sue submitted a bill on Mark’s behalf for membership in the National EMS Educators.  Dues are $85.00.  Voted to pay the dues.
