I. Called to order by Mark Podgwaite at 1904.

II. VFIS postponed till March meeting.

V. Agenda items:  BVFD proposal for ambulance service, NERSA Rent
VI. Reports:

A) Medical Advisor:  Dan Wilson, DO
1.  Dan passed out a survey that Dave Derosia is doing on 12 Lead EKG capabilities in the district.  Possibly be able to get some grant money for upgrades.
2. Dan said one good thing that came out of the tabletop exercise was the need for EMT’s to have their own individual ID badges to access the hospital.  Jean is working on this currently.
3. Please be careful about making comments or personal opinions about patient care when you are taking patients from the nursing homes, medical facilities, etc.  
4. Please be as concise and accurate as possible when you give the hand off report to your nurse.
5. HEP B series.  Dan is still working on this.  One answer he received was a resounding “absolutely not”.  More on this for next month.
6. EMS Liaison position is ready for posting.  Dan asked if we wanted any changes to the certification requirement.  As it currently stands it is limited to EMT-P/EMT-P RN.  One of the hospital requirements is that they be able to help with training programs within the district.  We asked to include EMT-I to possibly open up the candidate list.  Dan will go back to the hospital and ask if they are ok with that.  Posting is slated for the end of this week.

7. Protocols should be in Jim’s hands tonight.  Please have Jim send the committee members an electronic copy and we can vote via email to expedite printing and distribution.

B) Training Coordinator:  Mark Podgwaite
1.  EMTB class is almost ready to test their practicals which will be held next Saturday, February 20 at 8 a.m. at the Barre Auditorium.  Expected to be about 60 people present to be tested.
2. Plainfield First Responder is set to test practicals on Monday, February 15th.

3. At this point the new Scope of Practice won’t be ready to roll out till the end of 2011.  Books are ready to be printed with exception of CPR standards.

4. SIREN – beta testing is supposed to start in the next 4-6 weeks.  There are 4 services in the state that are beta test sites.

5. Berlin VFD submitted application and paperwork for permission to start an EMTB class.  Cost is slated for $365.00.  The class would start on March 17th and tentatively ends August 22nd.  Class will be held on Wednesday nights 7p.m. - 10 p.m. and every other Sunday from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m.  Anyone interested can contact Scott Bagg at the Berlin VFD.  Course was approved.

I. District Training idea:  Defensible Documentation is a 3 hour presentation and is very good.  Does anyone want to see this as a District training topic?  Yes, sounds like a good idea.

J. VCOMM has opened up application request for pagers and radios again.  Applications must be submitted no later than June 1, 2010.  Joe recommends that the board make a formal application to VCOMM for an updated radio in the Emergency Room.  This was one thing that was not adequate when they were doing the tabletop exercise and he feels it is crucial it be upgraded to meet the requirements for upgrading in the statewide project.  Mark will have VCOMM representatives come and talk to us about the process, possibly next month’s meeting.
