Jeff Berwick, VFIS 
I. Called to order by Jim Baraw at 1905.

II. February minutes approved as written.
III. Treasurer’s report approved as written.
IV. VFIS:  Jeff Berwick came back to talk with us about insurance for the District 6.  Worker’s Comp would be about $1178.00, the minimum would be $900.00, which would cover instructors if they were injured while instructing.  This amount is based on a $10,000 payroll.  Joe asked if 1099’s would be required?  The general liability policy would be for treasurer’s bond, auto insurance, general and management liability which would cover for improper teaching.  Joe suggested looking at HPSO insurance as an option also.  Students are required to be affiliated to a squad and that squad insurance would be covering the student while they are learning.  It was also suggested by Jeff that we investigate accident/sickness insurance as it would cover the gap in worker’s comp.
V. Agenda items:  No Transport of Minors, SIREN, Bernie Sanders, EMS Conference
VI. Reports:

A) Medical Advisor:  Dan Wilson, DO
1. CVMC will not provide Hep B immunizations.  Jim suggested talking with Concentra about doing this for the district.

2. ID Badges:  Jeanne Pearson is in favor of ID Badges for all EMT-Bs and above and she will have a meeting with Richard Morley and Jim to see what can be done to get this approved and in the works.

3. Plans to meet with Judy Tarr to get some issues taken care of such as:  cleaning of ambulance bay, FACT being in the way and not moving when they see a packed yard, help with training costs, and discussion about new ambulance canopy.
4. EMS Liaison position has not yet been posted.  Dan suspects due to a hiring freeze within the hospital, this also was frozen.  Changes to be made were fine with the hospital.
B) Training Coordinator:  Mark Podgwaite
1. EMTB class is over, 13 passed their practicals.  Barre Aud will not likely be used again as a test site in the future.

2. Berlin EMTB class to start March 17, 2010.  Scott has 15 students signed up thus far and there are still a few slots open.

3. Defensible Documentation training will take place on Thursday, March 18th, 1830 at NERSA.  Call Mark or email him with number of attendees so he will have enough copies of paperwork for everyone.

4. I03 class will not be done on weekends, just the occasional Saturday class.  When racing season starts the Thursday night class will be switched to a different night based on class majority of choice.  Blue Brady book is the text.  Students will needs proctors to work/study under and gain experience within their squad.  There will be a proctor training at a later date TBA.  Applications need to be in by March 22nd and the entrance exam will be March 23rd at NERSA at 1800.  I03 course approved by D6 board.  Course begins on April 12th, 1900 at NERSA, course costs for D6 students is $425.00 for transporting agencies, $375 for Fast Squad students, out of district students are $475.00.
C) Liaison:  Vacant
VII. Old Business:
A. District Disaster Plan Exercise:  The after action meeting was cancelled due to minimal participation, only 2 people showed up for this and Jessica Stolz was not happy.  Mark stated we need to make a decision to either complete the training which is basically free to us by the state or not complete it and let the state know of our decision.  After a lengthy discussion, it was decided that we will continue on and get this training completed.  Next after action meeting is March 31st at CVMC, 1630 hours.  The planning committee for this is Joe, Jennifer, Mark, Mike Welch, and Dave Jennings.  A letter will be sent to Jessica advising her of our commitment to complete this exercise.
B. VCOMM meeting is scheduled for April 6th at 1830 at NERSA.

C. Protocols have been updated and will be printed.  Copies will be made for all I’s and Ps in the district and all services will receive a copy.  Cost TBD.  The plan is to have these done and ready for distribution during EMS Week in May.  Policy manual will be separate.

D. Jim is working on setting up the static display at the statehouse for EMS Week and seems to be getting a fair amount of participation from services around the state.  Jenn is not here tonight to elaborate on her progress.
E. SIREN is up and running and ready for EMT’s to practice the computerized PCR.  Website is www.sirenems.com, Username is provider, and password is Provider to get into the website to practice.  You can use help to play with the program also.

F. Patients are still being sent to Triage by ED staff when they come in by ambulance.  It is not legal to do this as you would be handing off your patients to a registrar who is not a nurse.  Enter into the ER with your patient, give your report to the RN and leave your patient off at the nurse’s station.  They can put the patient out in triage if that’s what they so desire.  Dan will talk with his staff again about not doing this.
VIII. New Business:  

A. Scott stated he is not prepared to bring Berlin’s First Response license application to the board yet as there are some things that need to be worked out with Barre Town.

B. DHART Policy is that an EMTB or higher can request DHART to a scene if they believe the patient needs to be transported to a trauma facility quickly.  Was the issue of CVMC diverting DHART to the hospital in these cases resolved?  Yes.

C. John Kueffner asked about no transport of minors that were OK’d by parents not to be transported.  What do we do with them?  They waited almost 2 hours with 5 minors for parents to come get them on the interstate one night.  Is there a better way to release them to someone so the ambulance/crew is not tied up for this?  Suggestions were made to take them to their station and wait, to CVMC, to VSP….. the correct answer????
D. Bernie Sanders sent out flyers for firefighters and EMS to join him and Kelvin Cochran in a Firefighter and EMS Summit to be help on Saturday, March 20th from 9:30-11:30 at VTC, Judd Hall in Randolph, Vermont. E. EMS Conference I/C course cost is usually reimbursed to the participants after the course.  Mark is looking for approval to reimburse 3 attendees this year.  Approved.
