I. Called to order at 1910 by Mark Podgwaite.
II. Peter Landry from ZOLL came and presented an AutoPulse Demo.  Board costs $10,000.00 and weighs 26 lbs with the batteries.  Batteries cost approximately $400.  Total package cost of $15,000.00.  Handouts supplied.
III. Secretary’s Report – October and November minutes both approved.
IV. Treasurer’s Report – Approved as written.
V. Items from the Board:
A)  AutoPulse – Policy needed?  Discussed but did not add to the agenda at this time.
VI. Reports:
A) Medical Advisor:  Phil talked more about STEMI treatment.  Applies to ambulance/paramedics.  They are putting together a guideline for “tombstone” MI.  It has been getting a lot of press for years.  Aspirin & nitro are given and once patient arrives in the ER, CVMC would give clot dissolving medications.  Now it is believed that balloon therapy is better.  In the new case, patient would come to ER, EKG would identify then patient would be transported to FAHC for balloon cath.  FAHC has promised cath would be started within 15-25 minutes after arrival at their facility.  Phil will be meeting with BTEMS & BCFD chiefs to develop transporting guidelines.
B) Training Coordinator:  EMT-B class is moving along but Mark is not where he wants to be on practicals.  He is working on it.  Class will be testing on February 24th.  I-03 Transition class begins on January 19th and they will also test on 2/24.  I-03 course will come before the training committee next month.  First Responder courses were applied for by Mike Kelley for NUEMS and Robin Kinsella in Mad River for February.  Both approved.

C) Liaison:  2008 D6 Board meetings are assigned to Conference Room 3.  The RED BAG issue has come up once again; PLEASE DO NOT PUT REGULAR TRASH IN THE RED BAGS!!!!!!  
Siren update – ImageTrend was chosen as the vendor, same program as Maine, NH, and Massachusetts are using.  Pilot starting by May, if you want to be a pilot service, call Dan Manz.  Transfer policy – Ambulances now available in Barre City, Barre Town, and Montpelier.  Mike sent out an email asking who is interested in doing transfers and what each service has to offer.  New Medicare Signature Rule – We used to be able to apply “Pt. unable to sign” when they weren’t able to sign.  Now the requirement is to have another caregiver, family member, etc., able to sign for the patient.  In emergency cases, the ER can sign for them.  Purpose of this is to reduce fraudulent claims.  ALS Policy – Version 2 was handed out.  Think about this, do we want to adopt this as a district policy?  Carbon Monoxide Detectors for patients – Mad River has one, says they are able to evaluate a firefighter with it to determine if they can return to service after a break.  Also used for determination whether a patient is sick with the flu or carbon monoxide poisoning.  ER’s can use it as a screening tool.  Mike has more information on this in his office.  Purchase price is $3500.00 each; Boundtree and IAFF have a grant process to apply for half of the purchase price.
VII. Old Business – 
A) Website – Jim is not here.  Mike made a plug for all services to use the website as an information center.  Jim is still looking for other squad pics.
B) Newsletter – Should be out this week.  Deadline for the next issue is March 15th for April print.
