I. Called to order by Jim Baraw at 1902.

II. December minutes approved.

III. December Treasurer’s report approved.

IV. Agenda items of “BTEMS Intercept” added by Jake Frye, “EMT Class student payments” added by Jim Baraw.
V. Reports:

A)  Medical Advisor:  Dan reported he met with the district paramedics, discussions about revamping the protocols & procedures for state approval. Some of the protocols & procedures could affect the EMT-I03’s. He is also considering CPAP for the I03’s, a pilot project. Also he also updated all departments with a reminder about sexual misconduct in the back of the ambulance with patients. This is a rising concern nationwide. He does not want to see Vermont or EMS District six in the news for this. Just a reminder of taking caution with patients and potential risk situations.
B) Training Coordinator:  Mark reported the training committee has been hard at work. Next meeting training committee meeting (10 Feb @ 18:00) will be a presentation on NR testing guidelines for all certifications. There is a lot of miss-information about testing requirements now and in the future. NAS has put out a FR course application for approval. Mike Morgan will hold a AHA ECG training for all medical personnel in the district (Hospital staff as well) on the 17th and 19th of March from 18:30 to 21:30. All are welcome to attend. Discussion on types of training manikins the training committee would suggest for purchase. Information is being requested from departments in reference to needs. As always, evaluators needed for EMT class nights.
C)  Liaison:  Mike is back in his job role and Jean is back No changes to report with the SIREN project. BCFD, BTEMS, MRVAS, NAS, and WAS are up and running with12 lead. All but WAS are transmitting, and it seems to be working well. MRVAS is using a web based transmit system that is a trial. FAHC STEMI team will be at CVMC to update us on how the program is working. Thursday 22 January at 0700 at CVMC.
D) Board Chair:  Jim presented plaque to Dr Phil Brown for his years of dedication to EMS District six.
VI. Old Business:
A)  Concerns about contaminated EMS equipment being left in the ambulance Bay. Longboards can be bagged up if grossly contaminated. CVMC does not have a good space to clean equipment, but hose to have a cleaning room in the New ED some time down the road.  Mike will re-visit this issue with ER staff at the next staff meeting.
B) ICS 300 training is on at NERSA, scheduled for January /February. Discussion to provide lunch, decision was made to have “lunch on your own.”

C) Jake advised that BTEMS will do Paramedic Intercepts with any department that has an agreement with them. They have dropped the per-capita cost, and changed the cost to $200.00 per use. They will not respond without an agreement in place. Departments can bill the higher ALS II charge is the patient received three or more Paramedic interventions. Other than that, the cost is the responsibility of the departments.
VII. New Business:
A)  Reminder  to all departments with EMT students, students that owe money to the district will not be signed off by Mark to take the certification test.  
B) Hospital Access Cards – Mike will check again to see if anything has changed in regards to EMTs having their own card. UPDATE, Jim will draft a letter to the hospital making the request.
VIII. Announcements and Good of the Order:  joe advised that the USDOH Public AED grants are coming up soon. The state of Vermont EMS usually puts in for this statewide. Barre City will do their own grant, and others also can as well.
