I. Called to order at 1905 by Jim Baraw.
II. Secretary’s Report – January minutes approved.
III. Treasurer’s Report – Sue questioned how the board wanted the net worth figured up on the report.  Suggested the Defib grant be put into the savings account.  Treasurer’s report approved with changes.
IV. Items from the Board:  none added at this time.
V. Reports:
A) Medical Advisor:  Phil talked about his Version 2.2 of the suggested ALS Transport policy Mike had written up a few months ago.  He would like to see more services add Paramedic intercept options to their level of service offered to their patient population.  Please think about it, talk about it among your services.  Jim asked about logistics, costs, and how is cost absorbed.  More discussion in the near future on the topic.  Phil thinks he is just getting old and cranky about the subject and would like to see it though out the district available to all our patients.
B) Training Coordinator:  EMT-B class will soon be over.  Testing will be on February 24th at NU, 0800.  There are 22 EMT-B initials, 25+/- B recerts, 10 I-03 transitioners, some First Responders all testing.  Need a lot of evaluators, please contact Jim ASAP to let him know if you can help out.  First Responder courses currently going at Norwich, Mad River, and Cabot will soon start one April 5th.  I-03 course proposed and approved with a start date of April 7th.  Tiered cost of course:  Transporting agency, $450.00; First Response Agency, $400.00; Out of District, $500.00 per person.  Pre-conference I/C course.  Will District pay for the 3 I/Cs to attend, $76.00 per person, payable after the course.  Approved.  Proposed resolution regarding Training Committee should be put in Bylaws.  After discussion it was motioned to make the resolution for the Training Committee as worded in the proposal (at end of this report).  Mark will be going to Columbus, OH for the Item writing program again.  Anyone else interested, contact Mark.
C) Liaison:  Mike wants names and email addresses (or snail mail addresses) for all the training officers in the District.  Mike is putting together a transfer policy committee to get the Transfer Policy revamped.  Will probably meet in March for the first time.  Mike noticed there were several different Refusal Forms floating around the District.  It was decided services could use what they were happy with.  No new news on the SIREN Project.  Call Dan Manz if you’d like to be a pilot service for this project.  Carbon Monoxide Oximetry was available to look at.  We have no protocols for the use of it.  Mike wrote up a draft policy and sent it to EMS office for feedback.  Unit is becoming widespread throughout the state.  We might want to propose it as a pilot project in D6 if EMS office doesn’t want to do anything with it.  ALS Transport Policy discussed.  Should it be made a “goal” or a “policy”?  What are the legalities to either?  Tabled discussion till next month.  Mike away on vacation AGAIN February 15-March 3.  Must be nice!
VI. Old Business – 
A) Website – Jim is begging for a lot more material, pictures, training topics, etc.
B) Website – Test Tone to come out this week.  Discussion about whether to continue with the paper tabled till next month’s meeting.

C) Budget Committee – Made good progress.
VII. New Business – 
A)  Mark felt the paramedic training was beyond his scope and asked Mike to oversee the Paramedic training in the District.  Mike and Phil agreed to take it on.

B) Nomination committee will consist of Annie Dolan (raced@tops-tele.com), Gordon Murray (ambulancedirector@williamstownvt.org), and Dave Jennings (btemschief@yahoo.com).  Please email your nominations for D6 board positions to them. 

C) National EMS Week Committee will be Jim Baraw and Amy Holt.  CVMC interested in providing food service this year.  Jim will check with them on their suggestions.

D) Due to Peter John and Bob Brown being busy with something for the next several months, they have asked that Joe Aldsworth be accepted as the D6 Board alternate for Barre City Fire until they are done.  Approved.
VIII. Board Retreat –
A)  Dave brought handouts for everyone to look over with diagrams of different Organizational Structures depending on the size of the incident.  We need to find out if everyone operates in a similar plan.  A table top exercise is being planned for the near future.  Dave plans it to be informal, about 2-3 hours involving EMS.  Wonders if the hospital will be able to do their part in MCI with EMS.  Dave encourages anyone with comments, questions, or suggestions to send them on to him.

Training Committee Resolution

The Board shall designate a Training Committee in compliance with Article VIII.

The Training Committee shall be chaired by the Training Coordinator.

The members of the Training Committee shall be appointed by the Chair of the District Board in compliance with Article V, Section 3.

All members of the district 6 EMS services who are interested in training are invited to make application to the Chair of the District Board for appointment to the Training Committee.  No more than one member from each service shall serve as a member of the Training Committee at a time.  Service Training Officers are especially encouraged to apply for appointment to the Training Committee.

The EMS Liaison shall serve as a non-voting member of the Training Committee.

The Medical Advisor shall advise the Training Committee as set forth in Article XII.

The members of the Training Committee shall assist the Training Coordinator in the duties enumerated in Article V, Section 7.E of the Bylaws, and according to any training policies adopted by the District Board.
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
