I. Called to order by Jim Baraw at 1859.

II. January minutes approved.

III. February Treasurer’s report approved.

IV. Agenda items added:
V. Reports:

A)  Medical Advisor:  Dan asked if there was a policy or protocol to call Hospice when responding to Hospice patients.  No policy but it’s done on a case by case basis.  Mike talked with Dianna Pierce and she will try to make sure DNRs are in the Red Books and family educated as to when to call 911 or Hospice.  Dan also asked about Shaw’s receipts.  Sue said we received a letter stating we were not accepted into the program as our application was received after the deadline date.  
B) Training Coordinator:  Mark is begging for evaluators for testing on Saturday, February 21, 2008, 0800 at Webb Hall, NU.  There is anticipated to be 70 people testing.  I-03 class is tentatively starting in April.  Schedule to come out next month.  He also asked the board to approve reimbursement to ICs for the class to be held at the conference.  So approved.
C)  Liaison:  Mike received an email from the hospital stating all EMS students will now be required to go thru their safety assurance program before doing ER time.  It was questioned whether students are covered by insurance when they do ER time.  Mike will check on this.  SIREN funding was approved for a 5 year period.  Due to the amount of time lapsed, they are requiring EMS to put out for rebid!  Yet another stall!  Backboard sized red hazmat bags are in the dirty utility room at CVMC for use.  Mike will be on vacation AGAIN, beginning tomorrow and will be back on March 2nd.  EKG class is scheduled for March 17 & 19 @ NERSA.  This is a basic class for those with no training in EKGs.  Each night will be different, so the entire training is both nights.  Pam Heffernan gave Mike a flyer about BLS CPR instructor recertification.  See attached copy.  She is also looking for someone to take over her position as CPR Instructor/Trainer, anyone interested please contact her.
D) Board Chair:  Some longevity awards are on hold for now. 
VI. Old Business:
A)  Northfield Select board approved the donation of Northfield’s old ambulance to EMS District Six for training purposes.  They’re only request is that lettering such as, “Donated by the Northfield citizens” be put on it.  Jim received a request from Homeland Security for updated grant information from several services.  He has emailed those services with the requirements for compliance.  ICS course was attended by 12 people.  It was and excellent course and fun was had by all.  Service heads are to let their squads know that we need nominations for the Virginia Caffin award ASAP.  We are hopefully looking at awarding 3 awards this year (2 from previous years) during EMS week in May.

A)  Jim Baraw donated a 4 drawer file cabinet to the district for use.  It does lock and is in good shape.  It will be in Mike’s office.  Boundtree now carries ZOLL AED Plus defib pads.  John Kueffner reminded everyone if you use a set on a patient, you can download the memory from your code and send to ZOLL.  They will in exchange send a new set of pads and batteries for your AED Plus free of charge.
