I. Called to order by Mark Podgwaite at 1902.

II. February minutes approved.

III. March Treasurer’s report approved.

IV. Agenda items added:  EMS Training Vehicle under Old Business
V. Reports:

A) Training Coordinator:    
1) Mark said 33 students passed EMT B initial practical’s and were cleared to test.  54 initials,                                                                        recerts, and first responders tested in 4 hours.  Mark appreciates all the help to get testing done in such an organized orderly fashion and in record time!  
2)  He has only had interest from 3 services for I-03 class this year.  It is not feasible to run a class for three.  Please go back to your services and let him know ASAP if there is anyone else interested.  If not, there will be no I-03 class in District 6 this year.  Danville is hosting an I-03 class beginning in August; District 8 is hosting one, date unknown.  
3) March 17th and 19th will be Mike Morgan’s EKG and rhythm recognition training.  Times are 1830-2130.  Please note that the entire course is both nights and will be geared to people new to EKGs and rhythm recognition. Must attend both classes to get your certificate.  
4) Northfield is hosting a First Responder course beginning the first week in April.  Testing is scheduled for May; class will take place on Tuesdays and occasional Saturdays and starts at 1700 hours.  Mark will send out more info on this.  District 5 is also hosting a First Responder course to begin in May.  
5) District 2 is hosting a Basic course to begin in August.  
6) Mark said money is available for MCI training.  We should look into acquiring funds to run the MCI plan Dave Jennings has put together for D6 EMS services.  It has been several years since we have done an MCI drill.  
7) Discussed AFG grant in training meeting.  Will be asking for grant money to acquire all new manikins/simulators.  We hope Laura Boldosser will be able to help with writing this grant.  
B)  Liaison:  
1) Various issues were brought to Mike about having EMT students in the hospital.  Services need to provide Mike with a copy of the Certificate of Coverage from their insurance company to make sure students are covered in case of injury, etc.  They are requiring documentation of CPR certification for every student and that all future students will have the CVH Safety Inservice.  This will be incorporated into the first night of all classes.  
2) Mike advised the board that FACT will be putting a truck at CVH to alleviate long response times to area facilities.  This will be a 90 day trial run.  They are not looking to take CCT runs away from local services, nor will CVH alter the transfer agreements they have with district services.  The only thing they may do is use them for STEMI runs when CVH does not have a nurse to accompany the crew for a STEMI run if they are available.  FACT crew will only be in the area during daytime hours, and then it is only for a period of about 8-10 hours of their day.  Mike foresees this as being a trial only.  He thinks they’ll figure out it’s not saving them anything in the long run.
3) Two Medical Advisors directives have been written and incorporated.  Please see attached directives regarding IO venous access and relay of medical control orders by ED RNs.

4) District Board meetings will be held in Conference Room 2 for the remainder of the year.  
C)  Medical Director:  Dan has nothing to add, Mike did a good job covering everything.
D) Board Chairperson:  Absent.

VI. Old Business:
A)  Virginia Caffin Award Nominations – None have been received as of yet.  Please go back to your squads and see if there is anyone that they want to nominate. B) EMS Training Vehicle – A bid on graphics for the vehicle was obtained from Rescue Dog Designs.  All labor ($150.00) is being donated.  Total cost for materials is $330.00.  A discount of $30.00 would be applied if we choose to have 2 Rescue Dog Designs logos applied.  Motion made to have the job done without the RDD logos for a total of $330.00.  Motion seconded and approved.  Discussion about maintenance costs of the truck brought up and discussed.  It will be looked into and brought back to board for April meeting.
C) Doug Shick said they had chance to use the backboard bags purchased by CVH and they work well for contaminated equipment.

D) EMS Week discussion.  Jennifer Miner said she would talk to hospital service about doing food again this year.  Jennifer and Annie Dolan will pursue longevity certificates &/or pins.
