I. Called to order at 1900 by Jim Baraw.
II. Secretary’s Report – March minutes approved with addition of Joe Aldsworth to BCFD.
III. Treasurer’s Report – No treasurer’s report available this month.  Table till next month, so voted.
IV. Items from the Board:  501c3 update, spending freeze, CPR Guidelines, QA report, MCI, Fit Testing.
V. Reports:
A) Medical Advisor:  Phil doesn’t have anything particular for tonight, will elaborate on things brought up throughout the meeting.
B) Training Coordinator:  EMT-I03 class has begun.  We have 7 from D6 and 7 from D5 in the class.  Mark always needs evaluators.  B class – less than half have tested, 54% of those that have tested have passed the first time.
C) Liaison:  1)  Mike has been talking to Marko Russell about resurrecting the HEP B and Flu vaccine programs through the hospital for EMS.  Jim says Concentra does their HEP B shots & titer for about $185 per person.  Mike hopes to have prices for these at the next board meeting.  2)  The District Transfer policy meeting will be April 9th from 1600-1800 at CVMC Board room.  3)  CO Oximetry policy was handed out.  4)  SIREN – state is still working with Imagetrend on the pricing as they offered 2 different pricing options.  5)  Phil’s V. Caffin committee needs to meet to choose an award recipient.  Who are they?  Sheila to send out email to find them.  6)  Refusal forms – there are several out there, use whichever one you want to use.  L. Brown & Sons prints up the District refusal forms.  7)  CPR is changing for laypersons.  They will no longer have to do mouth-to-mouth ventilations.  This does not apply to EMS, we are still required to do ventilations.  8)  MRVAS had asked if there was a form for requesting social services for patients they felt needed it.  Contact CVHH&H first, then if no luck, contact Melissa Lee at CVMC.  Document their name, address, and problem for her.  9)  Children are arriving in Mom’s arms – they need to be properly restrained in car seats.  10)  CVMC Access badges – please keep track of them, do not lose them. 
VI. Old Business – 
A) Website – Jim is begging for a lot more material, pictures, training topics, etc.  New item that will be forthcoming is the “Member of the Month.”
B) Newsletter – Jenn is always looking for articles but would like them by deadline dates so she can put it together.  One suggestion made was to put in Protocol Review section.
C) Budget Committee – Spending freeze is still in effect, Phil recommends getting budgets in place.  Motioned to pay instructors what is owed to them.  Laurie Beth talked to us about applying for the 501c3.  There is a $750.00 application fee.  She handed out possible format we could use for this.  It would open up our options for funding.  So voted to apply.  Phil passed out the Budget committee’s meeting minutes.  Right now we are raising funds through education and dues.  Bob Brown and others have offered to come back to the committee with ideas for fund raising.  Laura Boldosser is familiar with grant writing.  The CVMC Women’s auxiliary is also interested in helping with fundraising for the District.
D) V. Caffin nominations were handed over to Phil.
E) EMS Week – Jim and Amy are working on food items and some other ideas.  
VII. New Business – 
A)  Mike handed out the lastest QA reports.  We are still keeping up with our previous statistics.  Mike was happy with this.

B) Fit Testing – We sent Joe Aldsworth to the N95/N100 fit testing class at the EMS Conference.  He got a kit with instructions.  It takes about 15 minutes per person to be fit tested.  Only one kit was provided to the District.  Policy for each service will be provided on CD.  CVMC also has someone certified to do this and has been fit testing personnel for the past 2 years.  Phil will check into CVMC helping get EMS done.  Catamount Safety also certifies people to do Fit Testing.  VOSHA is mandating this be done by 1/1/09.
C) It was asked if the hospital can calibrate the Welch Allyn Sure Temp thermometers we carry on the ambulances.  Jim asked about glucometer calibration, also.

D) Election of Officers – Chair – Jim Baraw, so voted.  Vice Chair – Mark Podgwaite, so voted.  Treasurer – Sue Barnes, so voted.  Secretary – Sheila Brown, so voted.  Training Coordinator – Mark Podgwaite reappointed, so voted.
VIII. Board Retreat – Dave talked about some questions asked by Tom Barefoot on the MCI plan.  1)  Do we have a county morgue?  This will have to be researched.  2)  CIS Management?  This should be left in the plan.  3)  Disagreement as to who covers Moretown between Montpelier, Waterbury, MRVAS, and Northfield.  4)  Who initiates an MCI?  Can any emergency personnel do this?  5)  Who is the IC?  Fire Chief or his designee.  6)  MCI exercise is within a year of finalizing the plan.
IX. Announcements and Good of the Order – 1)  I-03 transition testing is Sunday, April 13th at 10 a.m.  Need evaluators.  2)  VT program to reimburse I-03 half the course cost upon passing the certification exam.  3)  Any issues that need Chair attention need to be taken to Mark beginning April 12th for 2 weeks as Jim is away on vacation.
