V. Reports:

A) Medical Advisor:  
1. Dan was pleased our district was recognized for advancement in the STEMI project.

2. Directive or protocol is needed that children will be properly restrained in car seats or other appropriate restraint system while being transported in ambulances.  It is discouraged to have parents holding the child, sitting restrained on the cot with the child, or any other potentially dangerous ways of transporting children.

3. Dan would like to see a presentation for a booth put together for next year’s Barre Home Days to promote the district EMS system.

4. EMS Week, May 17th, plans for lectures or presentations, training topics, exhibits, etc.  
B) Training Coordinator:  
1. Training committee discussed disaster drill (See VII, (B)).

2. Montpelier ran their B recert, practicals took 1.5 hours for 28 people.  Great job done by all.
3. AFG grant opens tonight at midnight.  Mike, Mark, and Laura Boldosser will be putting together a grant application for Simulator manikins.

4. Half of the Basic class has tested with a 68% pass rate.

5. Is everyone in the district ANSI II compliant in regards to vests?  Joe asked that mark finds out if the grant would give individual services money to purchase vests like the ones they have now.  Mark will check to see if this can be done.

6. VLCT will come to your service and provides safety training in regards to how EMS is properly marked, signage, etc.  Service is FREE to anyone who is a member.

C) Liaison:
1.  STEMI update – there will be quarterly meetings for STEMI updates which include patient outcomes, door to balloon  time statistics, and they also bring videos taken of the STEMI procedure and various tools and appliances of the trade.

VI. Old Business:

A)  Scott Newton from FACT came and talked to the board about their plans for basing a truck in the Central Vermont area.  He assured that they are not going to disrupt the current transfer policy the hospital has with district ambulances.  One third of their call volume comes from the surrounding hospitals and they felt it would be more cost effective to stage one of their 3 ambulances in this area for shorter response times to the area hospitals.  They will be stationed from 10:00 am to 10:00 pm at a destination to be announced. 
B) 12 Lead Transmission by Tom Barefoot was postponed  till next month.

C) There was one nomination for the Virginia Caffin award.  Committee will meet after meeting to discuss and make a decision.  2006, 2007, and 2008 all need to be awarded this year.   Discussion to have an awards night during EMS week would be appropriate time to disperse all awards.  Date will be May 21st at 1830 hours, location to be determined.  Annie is asking service heads for their help in updating the current list she has for longevity awards.  Please update as necessary and return to Annie.  This would also include the following board approved motion for longevity awards to both Peter John and Harvey Carroll in providing 33 years of service each.  Policy to recognize those with 25 years of service or more was tabled till next month.
