Visitors:  
I. Called to order at 1903 by Jim Baraw.
II. Secretary’s Report – April minutes approved.
III. Treasurer’s Report – Treasurer’s report approved.
IV. Items from the Board:  Training Academy Sign, I-03 Refresher, 501 c 3 Update, 24/7 Intermediate coverage.
V. Reports:
A) Medical Advisor:  Phil has a concern that has developed over the past year.  He is concerned about services procuring equipment that hasn’t been fully tested and have little in the way of research to go back and review. Marko Russell is still working on the pricing for the flu and Hep B vaccines for EMS personnel.  SIREN – state is still working out the purchase details for the program.  Transfer policy meeting scheduled for May 14th, CVMC Board Room at 4 p.m.
