III. May Treasurer’s report approved.

V. Reports:

A) Medical Advisor:  Dan Wilson, DO
1. District Car Seat policy has been written and in place immediately.

B) Training Coordinator:  Mark Podgwaite – No report due to Mark being absent.
C) Liaison:  Mike Morgan

3. Car Seat policy reiterated.

4. Protocols Update – Meeting of protocol committee to be held in near future.  State EMS unwilling to approve standing orders for EMT I techs.  They also do not support CPAP at the I level at this time.  Dan suggested proposing a pilot for the CPAP.
VI. Old Business:

A)  Test Tone – Jenn Miner asked the board if they wanted to resurrect the Test Tone.  Agreed we should continue with it.  Get articles, etc. to her by June 15 for July 1st distribution.
B) Amtrak Training to be held at Berlin Elementary School.  Monday, May 18 will be classroom; Tuesday, May 19 will be at the Train depot.  Berlin Fire is in charge of this training, contact Fire Chief for further info if interested.
C) 12 Lead Transmission was presented by Tom Barefoot.  They have done some testing with a couple products, one from Physio which Tom says is very user friendly but expensive.    Unicel had best coverage and worked well with the computer.  He had quotes on how much different systems would cost.  Rosetta Data Translator can be used with both Physio and ZOLL.  Northfield and Waterbury are using Tellular service.
D) EMS Week activities planned so far:  There will be food in EMT room from 11 am – 2 pm during the week.  Awards night is coming together.  There will be some refreshments also.  This will take place on Thursday, May 21st at 1830 hours at NERSA.  There will be a couple speakers, Dan Wilson of which will be one.
