III. June Treasurer’s report approved.
IV. Agenda items:  EMS Week update, Testing
V. Reports:

A) Medical Advisor:  Dan Wilson, DO
1. Dan said the Tuesday and Thursday events for EMS Week went well.  Tuesday Jim had ambulances from several services in front of the state house.  Governor Douglas enjoyed having them there.  Jim would like to see this be a statewide event.  Thursday events were held at NERSA and also went well.  Thank you to Jenn Miner for arranging food throughout the week.
B) Training Coordinator:  Mark Podgwaite 
1. 67% of EMT B class has passed their NR tests out of 82.  Working on criteria for the upcoming EMT B course.

2. National Scope of Practice will be looked at some more.  More advanced, should look at a more progressive way of instruction.

3. Recommended the D6 Board come up with a grant committee.  Jenn Miner volunteered, Mark Podgwaite, and recommended to ask Joe Aldsworth to be on the committee.

4. Discussion about student’s responsibility in courses.
C) Liaison:  Mike Morgan
1.  Mike said we received a semi anonymous donation (he cannot read the return address) of $5.00 and an unsigned thank you card.
2. Jim arranged the state house exhibits in 3 weeks and pulled it together amazingly well.  Jenn, thank you for feeding me all week!
3. I-89 bus crash incident meeting to be held at Montpelier Fire Dept, June 11, 1300 hours.  Anyone involved invited to attend.
4. Protocol revisions have moved to the front burner.  There will be another meeting in the near future.
5. BCPD inquired about the use of Quick Clot.  Used in military, push to get LEO to use it.  Dan says EMS should not use it but to continue with standard of care, direct pressure, elevation, etc. to care for wounds.  Quick Clot should only be used if there is prolonged EMS arrival at the scene.

6. Jim and Mike have been involved with a Domestic Violence group trying to improve EMS response to domestic violence incidents.  The group would like to incorporate a 6 hour session into the EMT B course for this.  It would include documentation.  Dave recommends it also includes how to testify in court.  Course is too long for the class, should be run as a district wide training.

7. SIREN – nothing new to report.

8. Virginia Caffin awards:  2006 went to Pat Clark.  2007 to Sheila Brown (definitely surprised!), and 2008 to Dave Jennings, (also surprised!)  Dan and Jim will get the rest of the service awards presented soon.
