I. Called to order at 1900 by Jim Baraw.
II. Secretary’s Report – May minutes approved.
III. Treasurer’s Report – Treasurer’s report approved.
IV. Items from the Board:  Welcome Jamie Rigoni from VTARNG here to talk about training.  The Army has a $100,000 simulator manikin that they would like to take around the state to trainings in exchange for allowing their Army medics obtain required continuing education for their EMT certifications.  The manikin can do just about anything except walk.  It comes with the trainer, training program for trauma situations.  Trainings last about an hour and consist of a lecture portion at the beginning (approx. 15 minutes) then break out into 10 minute scenarios.  Need to contact him to set up dates/times.  Requires a 10-20 person attendance group.  Less than 10 are not optimal.  Left his card and a few requests forms which can be obtained from Mike Morgan if anyone is interested.  Sheila will also keep this information on file in the board minutes for July, 2008 and in electronic formats of .tif, .jpg, .png, .gif, .bmp.  
V. Reports:
A) Medical Advisor:  Phil will comment on upcoming agenda items.
B) Training Coordinator:  Mark said 03 class is moving right along, B class will tentatively start the first Monday after Labor Day.
C) Liaison:  Mike reports there are still a few I-03 transitioners to certify.  SIREN is still in the state purchasing process.  Marko is working on pricing for Hep B and Flu vaccines.  Anyone that has District Board policies, please send them to him.  He’d like to collate and put all of them in the same format in one place.
VI. Old Business – 
A) Website – Ongoing updating process.  Please send pictures, articles, training, etc. for Jim to post.
B) Newsletter – Jennifer advises she only has one article for the upcoming Test Tone.  Need stuff please!
C) Budget Committee – Phil advises the Budget Committee needs to focus on fund raising.  We need to establish a budget and take inventory.  Meeting on Thursday, July 10th to work on all this.
D) V. Caffin nominations – Phil advised group of three met and chose a recipient for 2007 to be announced at the next District 6 Awards Banquet.
E) EMS Week – Mike reports a lot of food was devoured!
F) 501 c 3 – Application is still in processing stage.
G) Protocol Committee – Mike is slowly getting this project to the forefront for completion.

H) District 6 Transfer Policy – This will be brought to the August board meeting for final approval.
I) Adobe Acrobat program – Tabled until August.
VII. New Business – 
A) The district is seeing an increased number of bariatric patients.  CVMC is setting up a bariatric room.  Standard ambulance/cots are not set up for these types of patients, what can be done to remedy this problem?
B) Larry Brown talked to the board about EMFD wish to start their own ambulance transport service.  Advises selectboards in East Montpelier and Calais are on board with the idea.  300 surveys sent out to townspeople with 200 returned showing 99% approval of the idea.  A couple other geographically located areas also interested on coming on board.  Larry handed out new state EMS packet for process to initiate the application.  They are proposing 1 emergency ambulance at intermediate level with 1 or 2 paid full time staff, projected 250-275 call volume.  Phil and Mike emphasized the need for paramedic intercept to continue to provide the higher level of care the residents are currently being provided and recommended it be worked into their proposed plan.  Larry thinks this is a 4-6 month process and that they plan on moving ahead with the application.
VIII. Board Retreat – This can be taken off future agendas with exception of the District Disaster Plan.
IX. Announcements and Good of the Order – Agreed to have an August 12th board meeting.
