I. Called to order at 1911 by Jim Baraw.
II. Secretary’s Report – July minutes approved.
III. Treasurer’s Report – Treasurer’s report approved.
IV. Items from the Board:  Under new business:  Homeland Security Grant, EMS Field Physician Policy  
V. Reports:
A) Medical Advisor:  Phil will comment on upcoming agenda items.
B) Training Coordinator:  Mark advised that the I-03 class is technically over with 4 certifying.  There will be a review session this Thursday, 8/14 @ NERSA, another review on 8/19 @ Lyndon Rescue and retesting on Monday, 8/25 at Danville Rescue.  Discussion from the training committee about setting up quarterly district trainings, the first of which the topic will be mechanism of injury and when to call for the helicopter. 
C) Liaison:  Mike reports protocol revisions are progressing.  SIREN is still in the state purchasing process.  Mark brought up the question of the expiration date for the grant process for the project and will the state finish their portion before it expires if it hasn’t already.  Barre City is setting up a pilot with Mike and Phil’s blessing to train their Intermediates to do 12 lead EKGs in the field.  Mike wants to see this pilot expanded to the entire district, Phil is in agreement.  Services should also check to see if they have 12 lead capabilities now, if so, what kind, if not will they be purchasing a unit in the future with 12 lead capabilities, and 12 lead transmission capabilities.
VI. Old Business – 
A) Website – Ongoing updating process.  Please send pictures, articles, training, etc. for Jim to post.  New “Member Spotlight” for September.  Congratulations to Matt Cetin & Russell Ashe for their work on promoting ionization/photoelectric smoke detectors.
B) Newsletter – Need stuff please!
C) Budget Committee – Phil advises the Budget Committee will meet on Tuesday, Aug. 19th, 1600 @ Northfield Ambulance to prepare a budget to submit to Laura Boldosser which needs to be included with her grant writing for the district board.  Other than that, she seems to be set with other stuff.
D) 501 c 3 is in the “fast track” now.  They need a little more information sent back to them then we should hear shortly about our status.
E) Protocol Committee – Mike touched on this in his report above.
F) District 6 Transfer Policy – Mike handed out the latest draft of the policy.  Right now we are waiting for word from Peter John as to whether the Barre City Council will allow Barre City to increase their coverage area per the proposed policy.  We should be able to put this to vote at the September meeting.
G) Acrobat Adobe – tabled.
VII. New Business – 
A) The new fall EMT-B class packet was presented to the board by Mark Podgwaite.  One of the budget items was $1500 for rent of NERSA.  Mark explained that the owner approached him about increasing the rent to $3000 so he put in $1500 as an added expense.  Course would begin on September 8th, 1900 @ NERSA.  Schedule was provided.  Additional topics added to this course were ICS 700, Hazmat Awareness, Intro to Vehicle Rescue, and CPR will be included now.  All students will need to be affiliated with a service before the first class.  Cost this year will be $400.00 for out of district students, $350.00 for transporting agency within the district and $300.00 for First Responder agencies within the district.  Course must be paid for by the second (2nd) class unless a letter of intent signed by head of squad is submitted.  All applications must be in before September 8th, 2008.  Payment of $115.00 for text must be received before or on the first night of class.  This is a non-refundable amount.  More information can be obtained by contacting Mark Podgwaite @ 225-8344 (home) or 309-1370 (cell).  Board reps should have this information also.
B) Jim is filling out a Homeland Security grant to upgrade/update all the district MCI triage tags & bags.  Every squad should get at least one upgrade bag for their service.  
C) EMS Field Physician Policy was brought about because Dr. Burdick runs with Waterbury and asked Med Control for permission to practice at his level in the EMS field while on calls with Waterbury.  Should he appear on a call outside of the Waterbury service area and offers to help, he is covered by Good Samaritan laws.  Policy approved as written.
D) CPR Instructor Recertification was brought up by Joe Aldsworth.  There are a lot of instructors who have expired and many more getting close to expiring.  Jim said Pam was working to get him recertified so that he can do a rollout probably toward the end of September and get everyone recertified and updated at that time.  More on this to come.
