I. Called to order by Jim Baraw at 1900.

II. June minutes approved.

III. August Treasurer’s report approved.
IV. Agenda items:  None at the time.
V. Reports:

A) Medical Advisor:  Dan Wilson, DO
Nothing to talk about right now.
B) Training Coordinator:  Mark Podgwaite 
1. Status of IC course:  There are none scheduled.  Exploring NH courses.
2. National Scope of Practice timetable:  Don’t know when implementation will take  place yet.
3. Some bridge courses may be available for First Responder to EMR, EMTB to Advanced EMT.  New certification will still be required to do NREMT course/testing.  NREMT Online Recert program passed out.
C) Liaison:  Mike Morgan
1.  Protocols should be approved soon and there will be bound editions for all squads.
2. Mike is putting together a current list of policies.  Committee of Mike, Jim, Mark, and Bill George will review them all and prepare them for the district.
3. SIREN – Imagetrend was the chosen supplier.  According to what Dan Manz wrote to Waterbury Ambulance he anticipates implementation to take place around the beginning of the year.
4. FACT has started basing a truck out of the CVMC ambulance bay beginning yesterday, August 10th.  Mike says this is only a temporary situation till they find a more permanent situation.  They are stationed here from 11 a.m. till 9 p.m.  Right now they are not required to obtain a D6 license, however if they house a truck here 24/7 they will be required to obtain that license.  They will only be doing interfacility transfers that need a nurse  on board.  The non nurse CCT runs will still be  done by BTEMS and BCFD out of the hospital.  Mike will keep track of this to make sure that policy is being followed.
5. Students at CVMC – Risk Management for CVMC is requiring the following for students to continue to observe in the hospital for classes:  Current CPR card, attend CVMC Safety inservice, Clinical affiliate agreement between D6 and CVMC in place, Proof of insurance.  Individual student medical malpractice insurance is $29.00/student.  Cost was included into the course cost on the budget sheet.
6. Facebook – Incidents of inappropriate postings need to be stopped.  Be responsible and think before you post!
VI. Old Business:
A) Awards for Peter John and Harvey Carroll will be at the September board meeting.
B) ZOLL AED Plus – Check your machines to see if they have been updated.  A recall on machines with serial numbers under 200,000 need to be done.  Jim can do this, get them to him to have them updated ASAP.

C) D6 MCI Running Order was recommended to put in the plan as appendices.  Motion was made to approve the Disaster Plan, however the one that Sheila sent out was not the most current one.  Mark will get the latest edition out ASAP.
VII. New Business:
A) Mike checked into insurance for the district to cover training liability.  He estimates that cost to be $1100.00 per year.  He will get a more accurate figure for the next board meeting.  In the meantime, students will pay $29.00 for medical malpractice insurance in their course cost for liability for the upcoming EMT-B course.
B) EMT-B course requirements, schedule handed out.  Mark will send out electronic version.  Course was approved as written.

C) There will be an EMT-B recert exam on October 3rd at NERSA at 8 a.m.  Requires 25 recerts to attend to run the exam so contact Mark to get on the list.

D) There is a legal training class offered by a lawyer, $900 cost.  Talked about doing this as a district wide quarterly training session.  Course is about 2 hours long.

E) Mark Trudson wrote a letter to the district asking for approval of a rules waiver for certification.  He was never initially certified in 2006, however NREMT allowed him to take the written EMT-B test recently and he passed.  He cannot be certified as it stands due to Rule number 6.41.  District 6 Board will request a waiver of rule 6.41 for Mark Trudson be granted after Mark successfully completes a 24 hour EMT-B refresher course.  Approved after some discussion.  There were a three nays and one abstained also.
