I. Called to order at 1904 by Jim Baraw.  Jim announced Steve Salengo was here from the VT EMS office to talk to us about Board responsibilities.
Steve Salengo asked that we take a moment of silence in observance of 9/11.

The District Board is comprised of representatives from licensed agencies within a specified geographic area.  It is charged by statute to monitor the delivery of EMS, develop response plans in conjunction with town plans, and it makes recommendations to the VT Board of Health regarding licensing.  Problems are identified by an operational “triage” to the appropriate level.  First level would be the Squad, then District, lastly, State.  If the problem may require licensing action, written communications goes to the VDH.  Following a review, Board of Health meeting may be requested.  Typically, the only time of the year the District Board reports to the Board of Health is in advance of the November meeting.  Reports can happen at any time of the year depending on circumstances.  District Boards are governed by Title 24 of VT Statutes.

2. EMS for Children Grant – Data collection efforts
3. Inspection Tour – Ray Walker & Peter are in charge of D6 inspections-

a. Priority – Cleanliness of ambulances, equipment, etc.

b. Looking to see what items should be removed or added to the list

4. EMS Education Initiative – Bridging common allied health roles

5. Advanced EMT (instead of Intermediate) – looks a lot like I-03.  What should be standing order?  Standards won’t be done until sometime in 2008.

6. EMS Work Force – Thinning effect is taking place.  New services are being developed but the EMT’s that work on them are already part of the current work force.  Scott Supernaw is working on a Recruitment & Retainment packet.

7. Americorp Program – This is about Technical assistance and cost recovery.

8. 20th Anniversary of EMS Conference 2008 – Favorites from last 20 years, looking to do some new stuff.

9. MCI Preparedness – EMS has a logical integration in MCI Preparedness.  V-TAC 4 will be DHART Communications channel with LZ coordinators.  EMS Task Forces are being developed.

10. We are seeing an increase in criminals entering the EMS realm – Squads are encouraged to incorporate Background checks with VCIC/NCIC within their hiring/affiliation practices.  Not expensive and in many cases the applicant will pay the costs for the background checks if they are serious about entering the EMS field.

11. We were asked to start thinking about a computer lab in this area for EMS testing purposes.  We now only have South Burlington and Vermont Police Academy.  

12. New and existing EMS staff must comply with ICS 700, 100, & 200.

13. N95 & Fit testing compliance

14. How does D6 want to use SIREN?  QA/QI?

15. Should VT begin regionalizing care for trauma/cva/cardiac/burn patients?

III. Treasurer’s Report – Discussion about lack of money in the treasury ensued.  Approved the treasurer’s report after a lengthy discussion about where to retrieve funds.

i) EMT-B class will begin on September 13, 2007, 1900 @ NERSA.  Course cost is $300.00 which includes the book.  Course needs to be paid for by the 2nd class, we need to be strict about this.  All teaching will be voluntary, we cannot afford to pay people for this year.                                      
ii) EMT-B 24 hour Refresher is scheduled for September 22nd & 23rd and again on October 6th & 7th.  Times are 0900-1500 each day and the course will take place at Northfield Ambulance station.
iii) CTERT submitted paperwork to hold a First Responder course to begin around October 8th.  Approved.
