**Meeting was moved to Conference Room 2 upon our arrival at CVMC.**

I. Called to order at 1906 by Jim Baraw.
II. Secretary’s Report – September minutes approved.
III. Treasurer’s Report – Treasurer’s report approved.
IV. Items from the Board:  Ambulance License Renewal Apps
V. Reports:
A) Phil officially announced tonight he will be stepping down as our EMS Medical Director effective as of tonight.  He introduced Dan Wilson as his successor.  Phil says Dan will do a super job.  Dan highlighted with some of his future endeavors.  One will be to make sure everyone is up to snuff on current training and education.  He loves to teach (as several of us have witnessed).  He is also open to discussion about patient’s we bring to the ER if you have a question about the patient care you provided, etc.  Jim will draft a letter to the state EMS office advising of the change and making it official.
Phil also talked about the budget and moving forward after Mike returns with Laura Boldosser.  It was suggested to bring Laura into a future meeting after she has had a chance to prepare a plan for increasing revenue, possibly for the December meeting.  Bill George brought up poor equipment for training and the need for replacement, discussion on topic ensued.  Phil pointed out it was not the hospitals responsibility to provide this to the district.
B) Training Coordinator:  
1.  Mark announced that he is planning an EMT-B 24 hour refresher for January, 2009.  
2.  The Montpelier biannual refresher was approved by the board.  This class is usually already at student capacity.  
3.  East Montpelier F&FS will be starting a First Responder course on October 28, 2008.  Class nights will be Tuesdays with a couple of classes taking place on a weekend and will take place at EM Fire Station.  Call Jay for times.  Course cost is $60.00 which will cover cost of the 8th edition Brady First Responder text.  Jay Copping will be course coordinator/instructor with Mark Podgwaite as the I/C.  Joe Aldsworth and Bob Brown will help instruct the course.  Anyone interested should contact Jay @ 456-1169 as soon as possible as space is limited.  Course was approved.  
4.  This year’s EMT-B class has 36 students with no sign of attrition.  Most are mid 20s and up, asking good questions.  Evaluators needed for Thursday’s class and any future practical sessions.  

5.  A B recert was held on October 4th with only 12 people recerting.  We would prefer having larger groups to recert if we are setting up testing dates.  Mark is setting up future testing dates in advance and will let us know what they are when he has them established.  
6.  Discussion also ensued about creating district policy for review of continuing education paperwork and extension requests prior to approval for signature by the Medical Director or head of service.  
7.  Mark also wanted to remind people that the Economic Development grant for EMT-B class will reimburse students/services for half the course cost and text costs once they successfully complete the course. 

8.   Mark, Doug Jasman, and Jenn Russell will be attending an I/C training course that is coming up.  Ray Wagoner will be there to talk about the new National Scope of EMS with biggest changes being in Intermediate and First Responder levels.
C) Liaison:  It was noted by Jim that Mike is away on vacation, therefore there will be no Liaison report, thus shortening our meeting by 30 minutes!  Sheila stated she would make note of this comment for Mike’s enjoyment.
VI. Old Business – 
A) Website – The Member Spotlight has been added, please take a moment to look at it.
B) Newsletter – Jim told the board that his wife may be interested in helping Jenn Miner with obtaining articles and interviews for the newsletter.  He will be in touch with Jenn on this.
C) Budget Committee – See Phil’s report above.
D) 501 c 3 Update – Phil stated they had sent in the requested information the IRS was looking for and hopes we’ll hear soon about the application.  Sheila said there is an envelope sitting on Mike’s desk upstairs from the IRS.  Phil will check to see if it is the approval letter and if so this means we can move forward with obtaining revenue.
E) 12 Lead Communications – Jim, Tom Barefoot, and Bob Brown will meet to go over what they have come up with for 12 Lead transmittals to the hospital.  Barre City is having good luck with their setup.  Jim also suggested resurrecting the equipment committee.
F) District Disaster Plan – Dave was absent but had told Sheila he was finishing up the revisions on the MOUs and would be getting them to her for dispersal.
G) Bylaw Vote – Board approved the revised bylaws.  IRS said some of our Bylaws should be in Articles of Association.  Those were written and submitted to IRS to join our 501 c 3 application last month.

H) Please have ambulance license applications to the District board for the November 11th meeting.  If you will not be at the meeting, try and get them to Mike Morgan prior to the meeting.  If you will not have them there in time for the November meeting, please advise Mike of this also.  These need to be in to the state EMS office in December.

I) Chris Reed award – Doug Jasmin stated Chris is in North Carolina right now.  A plaque is in the works and we’ll present it at the December meeting.
