I. Called to order by Jim Baraw at 1901.

II. October minutes approved.

III. Treasurer’s report approved.

IV. CPR Instructor Recert to be added to Old Business H

V. Reports:

A)  Medical Advisor:  Dan Wilson introduced himself to everyone.  One of his goals is to meet with each squad and become familiar with them.  He is also interested in providing squad trainings.

B) Training Coordinator:  (1) Mark reports EMT-B class is still at full capacity (34 or 36) and going strong. 

(2)  Proposed Continuing Education & Recertification policy passed out.  Board approved the policy as written.  Jim will put this on the website.  

(3) District 6 will be offering an ICS 300 course scheduled for January 24, 25, and February 1, 2009, 0800-1600, at NERSA.  The course is not a requirement for state compliance.  It is being offered for anyone who might be in a position of command at an MCI scene.  Cost is free.  January 1st deadline for letting Mark know of interest. 

(4) EMT-B Refresher course scheduled for January 10 (8a-4p), 11 (8a-6p), and 31 (8a-4p).  Course will take place at NERSA; course cost is $50.00/person.  Course approved.  Contact Mark Podgwaite if interested.
(5) Mark, Jenn Russell, and Doug Jasman attended IC course in Rutland.  Right now looks like earliest implementation of National Scope won’t be till 2011.  Be advised, Computer Based Tests are scenario based and courses should be taught to this standard.

(6) SIREN – appears the purchase will be made soon.  January/February start for testing of the system with the goal being fall of 2009 for transport agencies to have the system in place and being utilized.

(7) KING tube (single lumen airway) may be replacing the Combitube.

(8) Approved reimbursement to Jenn Russell for mileage for the Rutland IC course in the amount of $70.20.

C)  Liaison:  Mike has had increased duties put on him by the hospital as of late.  12 Lead protocol was handed out to be reviewed by the board.  Four services (Barre City, Barre Town, MRVAS, and Northfield) currently have 12 Lead monitors on board their trucks and Mike has been to Northfield and MRVAS and trained them in the use of them.  Communication capability looks like will be via cell phone to fax transmission.
VI. Old Business:

A) East Montpelier Fire Department application to start an ambulance service for East Montpelier and Calais.  Jim reports application is complete.  East Montpelier and Calais Select boards have written letters of support/approval to VTEMS.  The comment period has passed with letters of support.  Jim and Mike were concerned about a few weak points after reviewing the original application.  One point was staffing.  It appears they have adequate staffing at this time and continue to recruit more people.  They do have support from their local governments.  Lastly was the concern of going from a Paramedic level service to an Intermediate level service.  There is nothing in place for paramedic intercept as of yet but that is something that could be worked out in the future.  It is proposed that their ambulance will be staffed by two full time paid personnel for 60 hours per week (daytime coverage) and the rest of the time would be covered by volunteer staffing.  They will begin with one Type I ambulance and continue to operate the Rescue when the ambulance is on a call or out of service until another ambulance can respond for other calls during those times.  Board approved application.

B) Website – New pictures have been added, new Bylaws and some other stuff as well.  

C) Newsletter – Jim thinks the next one will be out shortly.  Deadline for January 2009 newsletter is December 15th.  If you have anything at all, send to Jenn Miner so she can put it in the next newsletter.

D) Budget Committee – District 6 is now 501 c 3 approved.  Amy Holt suggested doing the Shaw’s “Receipt Rewards” Program which is for 501 c 3 organizations.  Information was passed out and reviewed.  Anyone should bring their Shaw’s receipts to each board meeting and Susan will submit them for “rewards”.  We will receive 1% of total receipts for as long as the program runs.  It’s not much but it’s something and easy to do.  Approved by the board to apply and take part in the program.  Amy also suggested applying to BCBS for grants as they will award money to registered 501 c 3 organizations for medical projects for the good of people.  We will take this into consideration for the future.
E) 12 Lead – covered in Mike’s report.

F) District Disaster Plan – Tabled.  Dan had to excuse himself and go to work at this point!

G) Ambulance/Fast Squad applications due – all are turned in.

H) CPR Instructor Recert – Jim reported that he talked to Pam Heffernan.  She is willing to recert people after they set up a time to get together with her.  Anyone interested is to contact her directly to do this.

VII. New Business:

A)  Toys for Tots has begun at Montpelier Fire Station

B) MRVAS held an 8 hour course on Pediatric Trauma taught by DHART.  Great course and highly recommend it.

C) Annie Dolan reported that there will be a new Pearson VUE test center at Oxbow High School in Bradford in the foreseeable future.  There will be 8 stations.  This will be much closer for a lot of us.
VIII. Announcements and Good of the Order:  Jim reminded everyone of the approval to give Laurie Beth Putnam a $50.00 gift certificate for her work on the 501 c 3 project.  Next month we will also award Chris Reed with his plaque.  There will also be a plaque and $100.00 gift certificate given to Phil Brown recognizing his many years on the job as our Medical Advisor.  (Phil’s is a surprise so don’t spill the beans!)  Bob Brown reported that Joe Aldsworth is in ICU.  He is able to have visitors but they hope he will be home in a few days.
