A) Medical Advisor:  Dan Wilson, DO
1.  Missing in action!  Got stuck in the ER and was unable to make it to the meeting.

B) Training Coordinator:  Mark Podgwaite 
1. An I-03 refresher is needed.  He knows of three I-90s and Sheila told him about another.  There will be no I-90s once the Advanced EMT starts.  Current I-90s will be able to transition thru the I-03 refresher that is coming in January.
2. EMT B class is going well with 16 people.  They still seem to have a lot of good enthusiasm.  Anyone interested in helping with practicals, contact Jenn Miner.

3. I-03 class will have a test date of 11/30/10.
4. SIREN – Beta testing services will be contacted in the next couple weeks and it is expected all services will be compliant by late 2010.
5. New Scope of Practice looks like it will be initiated in 2011.
6. Plainfield First Response will be holding a First Responder class beginning December 7th.  Classes will primarily be on Monday nights with a couple Saturday sessions.  Bob Brown from BCFD will be the lead instructor and the class will be held at the Plainfield Fire Station.  Brady First Responder will be the text.  Cost of approximately $75.00 per person.  (Based on cost of the book.)  Test date will be 2/13/10.  Approved.
7. BCFD is holding a 24 hour EMT-B refresher.  Not much room for additional people but if they are in dire straits and need it they might be able to put them in it.  Scott Gagnon will be the lead instructor.  Test site will be at Barre Auditorium in early February.  Approved.
C) Liaison:  Mike Morgan
1. H1N1 – Employee health at CVMC has a limited number of both vaccines right now.  Call 371-4323 Monday – Thursday to set up a time to get yours if you haven’t already.  Healthy people under 50 will get the nasal immunization, those over 50 and anyone with chronic health problems will get the injection.  They are equally effective.  Find out from your squad how many people need the injection and if they plan on getting it so there will be one for them.  Let Mike know when you have received it.

2. Building D has been established as the place for patients with flu like symptoms to be seen if they come by POV.  Ambulance personnel continue to bring your patients to the ER.
3. CVMC is still accepting students, however if the H1N1 gets out of control there will be no students accepted during that time till things are stable again.

4. Clinical affiliation agreement – CVMC has standardized their clinical affiliation agreement to include EMS students.  They will still be required to hold a current CPR certification, go thru the hospital safety inservice, fill out an employee health screen form and vaccination record.

5. Protocols just need to be typed up.  Mike is looking for someone who might be able to type faster than he can to get this project completed.

6. Tonight will be Mike’s last board meeting.  He is resigning as EMS Liaison as of November 30th and will be working for FACT full time.  Mike will be missed by all.

A) Disaster Drill Exercise – There has been a lack of attendance at the meetings to get a table top and actual drill set up.  It has been 10 years since the last drill and they feel it is needed.  Grant money is available thru Homeland Security for the training and we should be taking advantage of it.
