A) Medical Advisor:  Dan Wilson, DO
1.  Hospital administration wanted to eliminate the EMS Liaison position, however that will not happen.  Job description to change to read the Liaison will work in the ER as possibly a tech. 2. EMS Clinical agreement is on file at CVMC and ready to go.

3. Starting to see a down turn in H1N1 cases.  May be another go around in Jan/Feb which could be more virulent.  The N95 study that people were going by done in Australia was flawed.  Other studies show surgical mask to be just as effective.

4. FAHC is doing a presentation of trauma cases from CVMC on Friday, December 11 at 0800.  Anyone can attend.

5. Protocols should be a priority to get finished.  Dan and Jim will work on this.  Joe and Bob said Jim Brown has made a nice protocol manual before and would like to ask him if he’d take a look at ours and make it like the one he did previously.  It can also be sent out electronically.
B) Training Coordinator:  Mark Podgwaite
1. Proposed I-03 Transition/Refresher course material was passed out.  Start date of January 5th and test date of February 20th.  Cost of $200.00 per person in district, $250.00 out of district.  Includes book.  Course is 36 hours.

2. February EMT-B test site will be at the BOR in Barre, 0800 start time.  Expect a lot of people will be there for various testing.
