     Vermont EMS District 6 recognizes EMT-Intermediate as the minimum level of care that should be available to every emergency patient in the District.

     All ambulance services in District 6 are encouraged to provide at least one ALS provider (EMT-Intermediate or EMT-Paramedic) on every emergency call. 
     If the ALS provider is not part of the ambulance crew, he or she should respond simultaneously with the ambulance to every emergency call and be available at the scene and during transport if the needs of the patient require ALS.

     The District recognizes that in the case of multiple simultaneous calls or an MCI, second or third responding ambulances from one agency may not be able to include an ALS provider. However, it is the goal of the District to make ALS at the EMT-Intermediate level available to every emergency patient.
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
